	Chronological understanding
	Re-tell simple past events / significant experiences related to their own lives in the correct order.

Can talk about when something happened relating to the passing of time (see vocab progression doc)

Begin to describe a sequence of events, real or fictional, using words such as first … then … .

Begin to make sense of their own life-story and family’s history

Begin to develop chronological understanding, e.g. ordering photos of themselves and talking about how they have changed.

Can predict routines linked to established timetabling, e.g. next we will … . 

Know the days of the week, e.g. through song. 

Begin to know the months of the year.
  
	Know the difference between long ago and now.

Order modern and old objects / photos or events using everyday language related to time. Knowing which is oldest / newest. 

Know ‘my life’ is different from the lives of people in the past i.e. family members / significant people. 

Talk about past and present in their own lives and their family members. 

Know the days of the week, months of the year and about New Year.

Begin to experience measuring time with timers and calendars.

Talk about past and present events in their own life and in the lives of family members.

Can describe routines linked to established timetabling, e.g. next we will … . yesterday we…

Can talk about when something happened relating to time passing (see vocab progression doc) Can switch between talking about the present, past and future.


	To describe and order the main stages in their own lives from baby to school age child.

To know that shops were different 70 years ago (a long time ago).

To understand that 70 years ago (1950s) was within living memory of some people they know (grandparents). Understand how long ago this was using a timeline and comparing to their own / teachers timeline of life. 

To describe 3 or 4 main events in order in the lives of significant people studied and describe when events happened.

Know where events studied fit into a chronological framework i.e. put astronauts into chronological order, starting with a long time ago (1969).

Use common words and phrases to describe the passing of time (see vocab progression doc)
	To know and be able to sequence and describe 4 or 5 of the main events of The Great Fire of London in chronological order including; when it started, when the wind changed direction and when it dwindled down.

To know and describe main events in the history of Carlisle Castle. 

To describe what happened in Carlisle at a similar time to The Great Fire of London. 

Know where events studied fit into a chronological framework i.e. long beyond living memory.

Use words and phrases to show the passing of time (see vocab progression doc)

	Change and continuity (in and between periods)
	Develop understanding of growth, decay and change over time i.e. looking at photos of their own family and describing changes in families such as new babies, people getting older.

Growing plants to identify changes over time – from seed to plant and flower. 

Make observations of animals and plants and explain why some things occur and discuss changes. 

Talk about and observe changes in seasons and the weather. 

Linked to family / friends, show interest in occupations.

	Explore the ways in which life has changed over the time of our parents, grandparents and great-grandparents.

Develop an understanding of how houses, clothes, transport and toys have changed over time.

 Know about life cycles, e.g. butterfly and frog, and recognise that humans (and animals) change over time, e.g. from foetus to baby, to toddler, to child, to teenager, to adult, to elderly. 

Relate the changing seasons to the passing of time using vocab. (see vocab progression doc).

Know how some plants and animals change with the seasons. 

Linked to their family / people they know, understand that when you grow up you don’t go to school, you go to work and name some of the jobs they could do
	To know how they have changed and grown in their life from a baby to a child. Be able to describe what they could do / not do at each stage.

To know what shops are like today in Carlisle and describe 2 or 3 ways shops have changed since the 1950s 

To describe 1 or 2 ways in which shops have stayed the same as they were in the past. 

To describe how the way that people think has changed because of the discoveries of Mary Anning. 

To describe how the way people think about wildlife and the environment has changed because of David Attenborough. 

To understand how the way people think about astronauts and their skin colour has changed. 

To describe what people know about the space and moon because of astronauts discoveries. 
	To know how London changed as a result of The Great Fire of London. To describe the main things that changed in London.

To know where in London was destroyed by the fire and name 2 buildings which survived / what stayed the same. 

Know how and why Carlisle Castle changed over time to become the monument it is today. What changed and what stayed the same?

To know how Carlisle has changed since 1666 and what has stayed the same.  

	Cause and consequence 

(To be explored separately)
	Are beginning to explain the actions they take. 

Can ask simple questions using the word ‘why’. Can make simple explanations. 
	Give one cause of an event that they know. 

Can explain why they took actions they did when talking about themselves. 

Ask questions about why things happen and give their own explanations. 
	To know how and why shops have changed since the 1950s. 

To know how shops have changed in their local community (Carlisle).

To explain the consequences of shops changing both good and bad.

To describe what happened that led to Mary Anning finding fossils and what happened to her because of her discovery. 

To know what happened to David Attenborough that led to him filming wildlife documentaries and the consequences of his films.

To understand reasons why people wanted to explore space and the consequences this had.
	To understand the consequence of The Great Fire of London to people and the city. 

To explain how and why the fire started and spread so easily.  

To know whether the wind helped or hindered the spread of the fire. 

To know which events caused Carlisle Castle to change and which people were involved in this. 

To explain the consequences of changes on Carlisle Castle. 



	Similarity and difference 
	Enjoy joining in with family customs and routines. Enjoy joining in with family customs and routines. 

Recognise and describe special times and events for friends and family (not always their own). Begin to recognise how their family is similar to and different from others. 

Linked to family / friends, show interest in different occupations and ways of life indoors and outdoors. 

Notice differences between then and now when reading nursery rhymes and stories e.g. 5 currant buns. 

Can identify simple similarities between themselves and others in the class and in stories. 

Can say things that have happened in the past which are different to now. 
	Describe similarities and differences between the houses, clothes, transport and toys or our grandparents and our own. 

Know about similarities and differences between themselves and others, and among families, communities cultures and traditions / celebrations.

Compare and contrast characters from stories , including figures from the past. 

Begin to make some accurate comparisons between modern and old objects. 

Can say similarities and differences between their own past and now i.e. in the past I went to nursery, now I go to school.  
	To know which shops in the community are similar or different to those in the past (1950s).

To notice what is similar and different to when Mary Anning lived and today. 

To compare the lives of significant people and say ways in which they are similar / different.  

To describe similarities and differences between astronauts studied. 
	To understand the key differences about the way fires were put out in 1666 compared with today. 

To describe the way people in London lived in 1666 compared with today. 


To describe similarities and differences in Carlisle in 1666 and today. 

	Evidence / interpreting the past 
	Show an interest in the past when reading stories or looking at images. Ask simple questions or make remarks about illustrations in books from the past. 

Notice similarities and differences.

Look at or touch objects from the past and comment on their appearance. 

Begin to ask questions about artefacts, suggesting what they might be used for.

Be curious about people and listen to their stories. Ask people simple questions. 



	Look at books, images, artefacts photographs and artefacts to find out about the past. These may be objects which belong to people within living memory i.e. grandparents and parents.  

Comment on images of familiar situations in the past.

Begin to make accurate comparisons between modern and old objects. 

Be curious about people and objects and show interest in their stories by asking them simple questions and listening to responses. 

Can think about and give opinions on how artefacts may have been used in the past.
Begin to answer ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions in response to simple questions.  

Begin to ask questions about people, objects and events from the past. 

Know information can be found in books and on computers.

Begin to recognise that characters from books acted as they did because it was long ago. 


	To understand why we need to know about the past. 

To describe how / what helps us to find out about the past i.e. photographs, videos, objects. 

To identify someone who was alive in the 1950’s who used shops a long time ago. 

To offer opinion about what objects, pictures, artefacts tell us about the past. 

To ask questions about evidence e.g. Which things are old? Which are new? What did people do?   
	Can identify a range of different ways in which the past is represented; paintings, drawings, diaries, newspapers.

Can explain how we know about The Great Fire of London today.

Can describe what sources tell us about the fire and make inferences. Choose and select evidence and say how it can be used to find out about the past.

Can explain why photographs weren’t taken at the time of the fire / Carlisle in 1666. 

To explore evidence in the community about changes in Carlisle i.e. Carlisle Castle, maps, paintings. 

Ask and respond to questions about the past, such as; ‘what was it like for a….?’, ‘what happened in the past?’, ‘how long ago did it happen?’

Begin to understand the reasons why people acted as they did from a range of sources. 



	Significance – of events, people and places 
	Recognise and show interest in the lives of people who are important to them. 

Recognise places that are important to them. 

Remember and talk about significant events in their own experiences. 

Know about Queen Elizabeth II linked to structured story time texts. 

Know that we have a ‘King’. 

Recognise special times and events for themselves, family and friends i.e. Christmas, Easter. 



	Compare life for their family now compared to life for their family in the past, e.g. their lives full of technology compared to their grandparents’ lives with little technology

Name people who help others who are significant in the community / locally and talk about their different roles. 

Know about one significant inventor (The Wright Brothers) and explorer (Amelia Earhart). Linked to story books. 

Comment on images of familiar events / situations from the past in stories / photos.

Recognise and describe special times and events in their own lives and others saying why they are special.

Are interested in people around them and can talk about their own family and significant people in their own lives. 
	To know which shops / places are significant in their local community and say why they are important. 

To describe the big difference between shops today and in the past (1950s).

To describe the difference that significant changes made to shops i.e. Introduction of self-service, bigger supermarkets, online shopping. 

To talk about what significant people did that was significant and explain why it was.

	Can describe what is important about The Great Fire of London. 

Can describe who the significant people were at the time of the fire. What did they do? Was this significantly good or bad? 

Can decide what is significant to know about the fire and what is not i.e. is the act of Samuel Pepys burying cheese and wine significant to know? What does it tell us?
